Educational Exhibit Fact Sheet

OVERVIEW

CarterEnergy’s RoadShow will feature educational exhibits teaching children about the origins, uses and future
of energy resources. Exhibits will incorporate a mix of audio, video or moving elements to help stimulate chil-
dren’s imaginations and facilitate learning.

The exhibits, designed with the help of a professional educator, are standards-based, integrating multiple subject
areas with the primary focus on science and math for students in grades K-8.

The exhibits will be housed both inside and out of a custom designed 34-foot trailer.
EXHIBITS

°  “What is Energy” will intrigue visitors by not only teaching them about the definition of energy and
its forms (Renewable and Non-Renewable), but by presenting a series of questions to challenge them
to identify a certain energy type and form by lifting doors to reveal the answers.

e The “Timeline” feature will take participants back hundreds of thousands of years to learn about the
first energy sources through pictures and words. As the Industrial Revolution begins, video screens
and photo displays will chronicle the evolution of petroleum products, highlighting their role in
transportation. Emerging energy sources will also be chronicled in film and through photos as the
move toward exploring alternative fuel sources expanded into the 20" and 21 centuries.

*  “From Fossil to Tank” is a hands-on activity designed to teach visitors about the origins of
petroleum products and the processes involved in getting crude oil extracted from the ground and
refined into the products that we use every day, including gasoline. Visitors will watch “crude oil”
flow through a variety of stages as they turn cranks, push buttons, and ultimately operate the pump
that fills their virtual car with gasoline.

*  “Emerging Energy Sources” illustrates how new fuel technology is being developed from
emerging forms of renewable energy such as Wind, Solar and Ethanol. Guests will be able to
interact with these elements and see the cause and effect relationships that make the development
of these energy sources possible. Also included is a hands-on exploration of how corn is processed
into food for people, animals and cars (fuel). Guests will be able to see and touch corn in its various
forms as they learn about how ethanol is produced.

*  Visitors can learn about “The CarterEnergy Story” by perusing a scrapbook wall of archival
photos and watching a video that shares information on the company’s rich Kansas City history and
plans for what will fuel the future.

*  “The Energy Interactive” tests visitors on what they have learned during their RoadShow
experience, and offers a five-question computerized quiz that allows them to earn a “Pit Pass” to
the cornerstone of the RoadShow experience: the “Fuels of the Future Racing Game”. Visitors will
also be given the opportunity to become part of the Carter Family by uploading their photos to our
website and telling us what they think will
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e The “Fuels of the Future Racing Game”
will unleash the race car driver in everyone!
Using their “Pit Pass”, individuals will
select remote controlled race cars and take
the wheel to compete against one another in
vehicles representing both fossil fuels and
emerging energy sources.
