2. After asking the energy trivia questions, be sure to discuss each one and provide the correct answers for
each question. Explain to the class that they will have the opportunity to visit the Carter Energy RoadShow
(or Virtual RoadShow) to learn more about energy, particularly as it pertains to the transportation industry
and to individual use. So that students can see the significance of energy in their lives, work as a class to
brainstorm about the following questions. Record ideas on the board or overhead.
* During a typical day, what forms of transportation do you typically use, and how are they powered?
* Think about an average day and try to list all of the ways you use energy for transportation and general

consumption.

3. Explain to students that they will be touring either the live or virtual RoadShow exhibits focused on energy.
As they learn about energy at each exhibit, tell students that their goal is to think about and complete the
Pre-RoadShow questions on the What Will Fuel the Future? worksheet. Provide students with 7-10 min-
utes to answer theses questions, then discuss them as a class.
